Prior to the Conquest of Mexico, ancient Mixtec scribes wrote sacred books in
an obscure pictographic format, painting images on deerskin “pages” that are
referred to as “codices”. The Mixtec Indians’ codices are complex and dramatic:
a story of royal lives and marriages blended with stories of warfare, murder,
betrayal, and bloody sacrifice.

The codices represent one of the last intellectual frontiers in cultural-historic-
linguistic exploration. Today research continues but is limited to a few researchers
worldwide. Join researchers Aurore Giguet, Program Director of the Barrick
Museum and Manetta Braunstein, Special Research Curator for this special series.
